• Fall 1989: A small group of administrators, teachers, parents, and students 
talked and planned the creation of a visual and performing arts public high 
school for the Capistrano Unified School District (CUSD).  

• Nov. 20, 1995: The CUSD Board approved the concept of a visual and 
performing arts public high school academy. 

• Spring 1996: a pilot program was launched at Dana Hills High School in 
Dana Point offering intensive arts programs which included Dance, Drama, 
Musical Theatre, Vocal Music, Production/Design, and Visual Arts.  

• Spring 2000: SOCSA Foundation founded to support the SOCSA 
Academy in fund raising and volunteer endeavors. 

• Fall 2006, SOCSA celebrated its Tenth Year Anniversary, moving into its 
Second Decade of operation.
